The APP You can report an incident of discrimination via the Kick It Out app. The app 

provides users with the ability to attach video, photo and audio evidence to complaints to help 
support investigations into discriminatory abuse and behaviour across football.  

FREEPHONE You can report an incident of discrimination by calling   0800 169 9414 
and speaking directly to a Kick It Out staff member. 

SOCIAL MEDIA You can report an incident of discrimination by contacting Kick It Out directly 

on Twitter, @kickitout, or by contacting the organisation's Reporting Officers 

on @kickitoutreport.
